	 •	 Share |  Do you consider struggles as opportunities for great joy and
		  opportunity to grow? What does it take to shift one’s mind and heart
		  set to have that perspective? According to this passage what
		  happens to us if we try to rush through our struggles?

4.	 Encouragement from Others | “We Need People Who Believe in Us”
	 •	 Reflect |  God often uses others to encourage us and help us see our
		  potential, even when we don’t see it ourselves.
	 •	 Read | Proverbs 27:17.
	 •	 Share |  Who has encouraged you during challenging times? How did
		  their support impact you? Who has helped you see your potential?
		  Who are you helping to see theirs?
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5.	 Grace and Trust from Leadership | “The Board and Members Stuck 
	 with Me”
	 •	 Reflect | God’s work in us is ongoing, and He places people around us
		  to encourage and support our growth.
	 •	 Read | Philippians 1:6.
	 •	 Share | How does knowing that Jesus intends to work in you, stick
		  with you and shape you until you see Him face to face? What “good
		  work” has God been doing in your life over the past three months?

6.	 Supporting Leaders in their Growth |”Help Your Pastor Become Great 
	 for God”
	 •	 Reflect | Our pastors and church leaders need support,
		  encouragement, and grace to grow and follow God’s call and leading.
	 •	 Read | 1 Thessalonians 5:12–13.
	 •	 Share | How can you support the pastors and leaders of 
		  Christ Church?
